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What is being a church member all about? What business is the church in, really? Church life and the mission of the church are 

actually complex enterprises. They are not about one single thing, and if we limit ourselves to only one church function, we are miss-
ing out on important aspects of the Christian faith. Worship is the central activity of the church, but it doesnôt stand alone. The church 
is a community, a family, really. It is a place for education, and it is a place where mission happens. If we are going to experience all 
that God has in store for us we are not going to be able to content ourselves with, say, simply attending a worship service once each 
week. 
Iôve been tossing around an idea recently. Iôve discussed it with our associate pastors; I believe they are enthusiastic about it. 

Session also thought it was a good idea when we talked about it. Iôm hoping it will soon become an important emphasis around 
WPC. Itôs called Worship Plus Two. It means encouraging people to participate in worship services regularly, but also participate in 
two other church functions regularly. One of them will be something that feeds and informs someone and their faith. That might 
mean participating in a small group or a class of some kind. The other activity is one in which someone else is helped. Perhaps that 
will mean teaching, or volunteering at ICM, or in the youth program, or something else. Again, two separate kinds of activities ï one 
that ñfeedsò in some way, and another that somehow someone else is fed. Those two things, in addition to worship, equals Worship 
Plus Two. 

I believe Worship Plus Two is a wonderful idea. (Itôs not original with me.) I think it can be personally transformative to all who 
take it seriously, and I think if a lot of us do it, our church will be moved a long way towards becoming the kind of church we all want 
it to be. 
Youôre going to be hearing more about Worship Plus Two. Please prayerfully consider how Worship Plus Two can become 

an important part of your spiritual Life.
