BAY AREA MEALS ON WHEELS

Bay Area Meals on Wheels (BAMOW) is an all
volunteer corporation, chartered in 1982, with the primary
purpose of planning, coordinating, and administering a
meal delivery program by providing nutritious hot meals
and sack lunches to home bound persons, regardless of
age, who lack capability of obtaining meals on a daily
basis. Meals are delivered from 11 am to 12:30 pm,
Monday-Friday, year round, including all holidays not
falling on Saturday or Sunday. Service is available either
temporarily (during recovery from surgery or illness) or
long term, if conditions merit.

The Bay Area region served by BAMOW
corresponds roughly to the Clear Creek Independent
School District which encompasses areas in South Harris
county and North Galveston County, Texas. Currently, we
have seven (7) routes and each route can serve up to
twelve (12) clients.

Over 327,000 meals have been served in just over
28 years. We work out of Christus St. John Hospital in
Nassau Bay and purchase our meals from the hospital
kitchen. Coordinators pack the meals for transport and
drivers deliver the meals directly to our clients. A normal
route lasts from one to two hours. BAMOW has no paid
staff which allows us to focus all donations on serving our
clients.

During 2009, we delivered approximately 12,500
hot meals and 2,300 sack lunches to an average of about
62 clients per day. Our average number of volunteers
numbers around 150.

If you are interested in volunteering, we would
love to hear from you, even if you can only volunteer for
holidays, vacations, once a week, or once every couple of
weeks. Please call Alberta Rohlfing to volunteer or for
more information.

We welcome new clients. If you, a family
member, or a friend has difficulty in getting around and
could use a hot meal in the middle of the day, please call
Alberta to see if you qualify.
