As I write this, the last couple of weeks have been big ones for WPC. 
We have taken two major steps forward. First, and most importantly, 
Caressa Murray has come on board as our Associate Pastor for 
Children, Youth, and Families. Caressa brings us a great deal of 
training and experience, as well as much enthusiasm and 
determination to do God’s work among us with efficiency and joy. 
We are very fortunate to have her on our staff, and we are extremely 
grateful to God for sending her our way. 

The other major happening of recent days has been the installation of the projection 
equipment in our sanctuary. A lot of people worked very hard and very long researching 
what we needed and how to best go about getting it. We owe them a great “Thanks!” 
not only for all that work but for doing such an extraordinary job. It is a fine system and 
it is the most attractive installation I have ever seen. The projectors themselves are 
barely noticeable, whether in use or not. We do have two white screens up front (and 
one in the back, for people in the chancel and choir) with black borders, but we have 
such large expanses of white walls that I think the screens themselves are an 
enhancement to the sanctuary’s appearance, not a detraction. I think they seem to bring 
the walls forward and make the sanctuary a more intimate place. Coincidentally, the 
black frames even match the black frames of the stained glass windows. What was done 
seems virtually perfect to me. 

Do we really need such equipment? I’m pretty sure the answer is “yes.” We were 
already using such equipment in special services and occasionally during regular 
worship services. Those who attend the 8:30 a.m. service have been anxiously awaiting 
its arrival, believing it would enhance that service. It will be used in congregational 
meetings and other special events. We often get requests to use such equipment in 
memorial services. It’s good that we now have such professional equipment. I’m sure 
that as time goes by it will become as “normal” a part of our worship services as our 
sound amplification system. Still, such a big change in how we worship should cause us 
at least a little concern. Is it really “right” to add audio visual technology to a worship 
service? I’ve thought about that question and researched it and experimented with it for 
a number of years now and I still don’t know the correct answer. The very least that can 
be said is, “It works for some people and not for others.” That being the case, the plan 
right now is to use it in the 8:30 service but not the 11:00 service. That’s not to say that 
it will never, under any circumstance, come on during the 11:00 service. It will, on 
occasion. We need to acknowledge that this is an experimental phase. We are just now 
starting to discover how best to use our new equipment at WPC.  

As I consider all this, I have thought of a story from the Book of Acts. The Jewish 
authorities were unsure how to deal with the rise of the new faith which became 
Christianity. One of their greatest teachers, Gamaliel, counseled his colleagues on the 
Sanhedrin not to oppose the new movement. He said if it was of God they wouldn’t 
want to oppose it. If it was not of God it would go away without their opposition. “Take 
a ‘wait-and-see’ approach” he said. By using our new equipment we are not rushing 
into anything, we are not simply jumping on a bandwagon. We are giving God a chance 
to work, to see what God might be trying to do at WPC by the use of this new 
technology.  

Good things are happening around here. Rejoice.
