Feed My Lambs  
 
One Great Hour of Sharing is one of four special 

offerings collected by Presbyterian Church USA 
congregations.  At Webster PC, we collect One Great Hour 
of Sharing on Palm Sunday each year.  Hereôs what the PC
(USA) website has to say about this offering: 

ñSince 1949, Presbyterians have joined with 
millions of other Christians through One Great Hour of 
Sharing to share Godôs love with people experiencing need.  
Our gifts support ministries of disaster response, refugee 
assistance and resettlement, and community development 
that help people find safe refuge, start new lives, and work 
together to strengthen their families and communities.  
Recognizing that the hope we have in Christ is lived out in 
our hope for one another, we respond with gifts that help 
our sisters and brothers around the world find the hope for 
a brighter future.ò 

The money that we collect for One Great Hour of 
Sharing is sent directly to the PC(USA) and is distributed 
between three programs:  Presbyterian Hunger Program 
(36%), Self-Development of People (32%) and 
Presbyterian Disaster Assistance (32%).  Grants given with 
funds collected during the 2008 One Great Hour of Sharing 
included over $1.5 million for tsunami relief and 
rehabilitation projects in India and Indonesia, $327,000 for 
Self-Development of People partnerships in the Dominican 
Republic, and $243,000 and $262,000 respectively for 
hunger projects in Africa and Latin America/Caribbean.  
Additionally, multiple smaller grants were given in all the 
synods and presbyteries across the USA, providing 
disaster assistance and hunger relief funding to many non-
profit community-based organizations.
