ñL`qjòhmfr 
Over the centuries, an important component of the Christian life has been something called the spiritual 

disciplines. There are many lists of spiritual disciplines, and no particular agreement as to what comprises the Christian 
spiritual disciplines. Perhaps it doesnôt matter all that much what the spiritual disciplines are, because we donôt pay very 
much attention to them. I suspect most of us ignore them because we donôt know what value they might have in our lives. 
In fact, it might sound to us as if there is actually something misguided with the whole idea of spiritual disciplines. 
Wouldnôt someone engage in spiritual disciplines if they were somehow trying to earn Godôs grace, and hasnôt Jesus 
already done for us everything that needs to be done? 

That would actually be a valid criticism of spiritual disciplines if earning Godôs grace to accomplish our salvation 
was the point of the disciplines, but it isnôt. That has indeed already been accomplished by the work of Christ. The point 
of the disciplines is the growth, the development of the human soul, which sounds like something we all ought to be vitally 
concerned with. It could be, perhaps, that the church would be doing all it needed to be doing if it was doing nothing more 
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than introducing people to the spiritual 
disciplines and encouraging them in their use. 

If someone were interested in pursuing 
the spiritual gifts, there are a number of places 
they could start. Perhaps one of the best is a 
book by Richard Foster which has been very 
popular for more than thirty years now, called 
Celebration of Discipline. Foster identifies 
several spiritual disciplines and instructs 
people in their use. He discusses the inward 
disciplines of meditation, prayer, fasting, and 
study, and the outward disciplines of simplicity, 
solitude, submission, and service. If one 
wanted to explore the value of the disciplines, 
this book is an excellent place to start. 

Actually, we at WPC have recently 
introduced a simple plan of spiritual discipline. 
In every Sundayôs bulletin now there is a 
reference to Worship Plus Two. This is a 
challenge to engage weekly in three spiritual 
disciplines. The first is a commitment to 
worship somewhere every week. Even when 
out of town, find someplace to worship, 
perhaps someplace totally different from WPC. 
Second, accept the discipline of doing 
something outside of worship every week that 
feeds your spirit ï perhaps prayer, meditation, 
or attending a class. Third, accept the 
discipline of doing something every week that 
improves the life of someone else ï perhaps 
teaching a class yourself, or volunteering at a 
mission.  

Worship Plus Two might sound 
simple. It might even sound trite. What it is, 
though, is a form of spiritual discipline, an 
avenue of personal growth and development, 
which could end up having eternal 
consequences we could never foresee. So, 
think about it. Give Worship Plus Two a try. 
You never know where it might lead.

Expanding to Meet the Need in Southeast Houston

comfort and peace that having your pastor visit you can bring.  But, what 
if you are away from home?  What if your pastor is unable to visit?  What 
if you just want someone to come and pray with you? 

Presbyterian Outreach to Patients (POP) provides this ministry 
to patients and their families when they are hospitalized and, for 
whatever reason, need a pastoral visit.  POP ministers are volunteers, 
carefully and prayerfully trained by Rev. Dr. Steven Spidell, who leads 
this pastoral ministry.
