arm midpoint, 6.96 inches. The wood is
Hawaiian Acacia, finished with 11 coats of
lacquer and hand polished to 8000 grit. This
thoughtful cross will be presented to Session at
its next meeting and then to the Presbytery for

They -prododive.cSomefdislikedt so muah that theyt
try very hard to avoid it and deal with it by simply walking away as soon as conflict rears its ugly head, regardless of what
the price may be for walking away. In other words, for some people avoiding conflict is more important than anything else.

Whenever and wherever human beings interact conflict is probably unavoidable. We all bring our own
understandings, our own goals, our own idiosyncrasies to whatever situation we are in, and they do not always mesh well
with those of other people. Thus, there is the possibility of conflict wherever we are. That includes church. We always are
a bit surprised when conflict arises in the church. Somehow we expect that church is different, that it is a place where
people are always completely cordial to one another and all goals are completely shared and personal interests are set
aside for the common good, which is the worship and service of God. We all know from experience that such is not
always, or even frequently, the case. Whatever else the church is, it is a gathering of human beings, people who are just
