We'll visit the newly
renovated "OCEAN STAR Offshore Drilling Rig and Museum”
which serves as a museum and education facility. We'll view a
short film and then take a self guided tour of the three decks of
exhibits (air conditioned and elevator available!).

Lunch will be near the UTMB campus on 14th St at the
Sunflower Bakery and Cafe (the crab cakes and fried shrimp are
yummy as are the sandwiches and homemade soups).
