Adult Ministry                                   By Al Manson 

 Adult Ministry includes Sunday morning Christian Education, 
Covenant Groups, Women’s Ministry, Young Adults and Bible Study 
groups that meet during the week.  Short descriptions of what these groups 
are planning for the fall are listed below. 

Adult Christian Education Classes Fall Session  
 Six different adult Sunday school classes will be presented during the 
fall session.  Three classes will be offered during the first fall term, starting 
September 21, and three other classes will be offered during the second 
term, starting October 26. 
 
Unified Adult Sunday School Class – September 14 
 Join us for this one-session class, “An Epic Telling of the Book of 
Ecclesiastes,” in the Meeting Room and led by Rev. Cooper. This class 
will include a DVD presentation, a telling that involved the participation of 
25 people that was recorded at the recent gathering of the Network of 
Biblical Storytellers. The telling is enjoyable, enlightening, humorous, 
challenging and, perhaps, even a bit shocking. Discussion will follow. 
 
First Fall Term Adult Classes - September 21 through October 19 
 

Human Suffering, in the Library, led by Ed Tobia  
 The Bible provides answers. Surprisingly, though, the Bible does not 
have just one answer but many answers that often contradict one another. 
Consider these explanations for human suffering: Suffering is a 
punishment for sin; suffering is a test; or suffering is the nature of things, 
so just accept it. This class is based on Bart Ehrman’s latest book, “God's 
Problem: How the Bible Fails to Answer Our Most Important Question--
Why We Suffer.” In this book, Ehrman discusses his personal anguish 
upon discovering the Bible’s contradictory explanations for suffering and 
struggles with the reason for so much suffering in the world. 
 
Multicultural Church , in the Meeting Room, led by Rev. Tim Phillips   
 WPC will enjoy an exciting new adult education class, the 
Multicultural Church, during the up-coming fall session. In this class we 
will explore the Biblical mandate for a multicultural church and the 
general nature of culture and of cultures bumping into each other. We will 
begin to think about what a multicultural church might look like in a place 
like Webster. This class will be led by visiting teacher, Rev. Tim Phillips, 
of the Presbytery of New Covenant. Tim has been in our Presbytery since 
1992. He worked for six years as associate pastor at St. Andrew’s in 
Houston and then eight years in Hispanic ministry with Adelante! In 2007 
Tim began a new ministry called, “the Multicultural Café.”

First Fall Term Adult Classes, Multicultural Church , cont’d.  
 This ministry helps God’s people “get” multicultural and move toward 
a multicultural church. According to Tim, the multicultural church is the 
future, especially in the greater Houston area with its more than 325 
ethnic-linguistic groups. And the future is now! 
 
The God of Hope and the End of the World, in Bouton Hall,               
led by Rev. Mark Cooper  
 If modern science understands the universe correctly, our long-term 
prospects are not particularly good. The sun will burn out, or the universe 
will begin to collapse in a reversal of the Big Bang, or something. This 
raises important questions for people of faith. If the universe is going to 
end in collapse or decay, can it really be a divine creation? Is there a 
credible hope of a destiny beyond death? We will examine these issues. 
We’ll study the book, “The God of Hope and the End of the World,” by 
John Polkinghorne, an Anglican priest and physicist who also served as 
president of Queens’ College, Cambridge. Dr. Polkinghorne is the 
recipient of the 2002 Templeton Prize for Progress toward Research or 
Discoveries about Spiritual Realities. The class begins September 21 and 
will conclude on December 7. The text for this class costs $15. 
 
Second Fall Term - October 26 through November 23 
 
Mental Health Issues, led by Earline Willcott 
 This series of five class sessions focuses on mental health conditions to 
expand knowledge of more common diagnoses and to learn ways of being 
with people facing mental health issues. The issues include loss and grief; 
mood disorders; personality disorders; post traumatic stress disorder; and 
dementia. Earline will use resources such as the “Diagnostic & Statistical 
Manual of Mental Disorders IV TR,” Stephen Minister Leadership 
materials and writings of Howard Clinebell, an ordained Methodist 
minister and therapist. 
 
Getting From Sunday to Monday, led by Mary Lawrence 
 How do we bridge the gap between belief and experience, between 
what we say, and what we do? At some point, we all become aware of this 
gap between our beliefs about what we profess to be true (our Sunday life) 
and our experience (our Monday life) and wrestle with questions about 
how to live authentically. In “Getting from Sunday to Monday,” we will 
discuss how we move from belief to experience and from information to 
transformation. We will also take a look at what makes change difficult for 
us and what we can do to help open ourselves to God’s guidance. 
 
The God of Hope and the End of the World, continued from the first fall 
term, led by Rev. Cooper 
 See course description for first fall term above. 
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 As school starts to build up a 
full head of steam and hectic 
routines keep rolling full speed 
ahead, the women of WPC take 
the time to step out of their busy 
lives and pause to reflect and 
relax at the annual WPC 
Women’s Retreat.    
 Sylvia Washer is the speaker 
this year and she will guide an 
exploration of the Patchwork of 
Life and discuss what it means 
for Christ to bring us peace. 
 Saturday afternoon promises 
fun and relaxation whether 
shopping the outlet malls and 
antique and boutique shops, 
floating down a river, diving into 
the Schlitterbahn Waterpark, 
visiting the Metal Arts Festival, 
or hanging out at the Ranch 
playing tennis, swimming, 
soaking in the Jacuzzi, or sitting 
under a quiet tree to read a book.  
 Every year the ladies of 
WPC, many along with out-of-
town friends and family 
members, get away to get in 
touch with themselves, with each 
other, and with God.  Next year’s 
retreat will held in mid October 
at the familiar Camp Allen in 
Navasota.

ENDOWMENT and                                        
SPECIAL GIFT OPPORTUNITIES  
 Did you know that Webster Presbyterian Church has an Endowment 
Fund that provides you with new opportunities to serve Christ and the 
church?   
 In 1988, a congregational resolution established a Special Funds 
Committee to oversee and manage the Endowment and Special Gift Funds.  
This committee consists of the three Trustees of the church and two non-
serving Elders selected by Session. 
 These funds provide the members and friends of the congregation with 
opportunities to make bequests to the church, make gifts in memory of 
members or friends, or contribute to special needs of the church.  These all 
sustain and expand the church’s current and future Christian ministry.  
Contributions to these funds may be made with monies and real or 
personal property.  The Special Funds Committee has the responsibility to 
accept the contribution, or refuse any it deems inadvisable or 
inappropriate. 
 You may wonder how these contributions will be used – it all depends 
on whether they are for a designated purpose.  Any special gift or 
memorial gift designated in writing for a specific purpose will go into the 
Special Gift Fund and will be used solely for the designated purpose.  
Undesignated special gifts under $500 will be directed to the church’s 
operating fund.  Undesignated special gifts over $500 will go into the 
Special Gift Fund and used for purposes approved by Session.  
Undesignated memorial gifts will go into the Endowment Fund.  A donor 
can also request that a gift be placed directly into the Endowment Fund. 
 The Endowment Fund will be maintained in perpetuity with its funds 
placed for long-term investment.  The income derived from the principal 
of the Endowment Fund will be used as follows: a maximum of one-third 
of the annual income will be used for necessary repairs and improvements 
to church property as determined by Session; a minimum of one-third of 
the annual income will be used in support of Christian mission efforts 
recommended by the Mission Committee and approved by Session; a 
minimum of one-third will be added to the principal of the endowment 
fund.  Currently, the balance in the Endowment Fund is $36,615. 
 We will keep you informed from time to time with information on the 
funds and on other ways in which you can contribute to the future of our 
church.  If you have any questions regarding these funds, or procedures for 
contributing, please contact one of the members of the Special Funds 
Committee.

Mark ings !

 When all is said and done, the Christian faith is about the 
transformation of the human soul. “Be transformed,” the apostle 
Paul wrote the Christians in Rome, “from the inside out, so that God 
may bring out the very best in you.” (Romans 12:2) What God wants 
from us and for us is that we be transformed into people like Jesus, 
who live as he did, motivated by love. When that happens, love and 
compassion become a way of life. 
 
 A man named Charles who lived in Seattle was transformed like 
this. Charles owned a corner grocery store. He lived comfortably, but 
he didn’t get rich. He couldn’t have gotten rich, selling groceries as 
he did. For one thing, he gave away too many groceries to people 
who needed food but couldn’t pay. He sold a lot on credit, too, and it 
turned out he had a very poor memory, especially if he knew his 
debtor was in financial difficulty and couldn’t pay. 
 
 Knowing the kind of person Charles was, his customers and other 
friends weren’t all that surprised to learn that Charles’ last thought 
was of others. Just before he died from bullet wounds received from 
a young robber Charles asked that the remaining groceries on his 
shelves be distributed to Seattle’s poor. His last thoughts were of the 
needs of others. How could they have been otherwise? Even in his 
last moments Charles was acting consistently with his true nature 
and his true soul. Somewhere, somehow, he had been transformed. 
 
 Perhaps that transformation begins to happen when we begin to 
act as if it had happened, as if we were living, as if Christ were  
living through us – generously, lovingly. Then not only will our 
transformation begin, but so, amazingly, will the transformation of 
the world around us.
