Here in the Bay Area, public-
spirited participants assemble each fall to walk together to
raise funds for CROP. 75% of the funds raised go where
the need is greatest, while 25% of the total raised in the Bay
Area is returned to the ICM Food Pantry, M. |. Lewis in
Dickinson and Bay Area Turning Point. Last yeatr, this
fundraiser in the Bay Area raised over $12,900 -- and this
was after Hurricane Ike hit!
